Engages Eyes & Ears 

 
During the season of Lent we are gathering for worship on 
Sundays and Wednesdays under the theme:    

Spirit of God – Fall Afresh On Me 
Coming Alive to Jesus’  

Promises and Perspective 
Jesus lived with the awareness that God is doing something 
right here, right now, and anybody can be a part of it. He 
encouraged his listeners to search, to question, to wrestle with 
the implications of what he was saying and doing. Wherever 
he went, whatever he did, Jesus started discussions about what 
matters most, because for him, God is always inviting us to 
open our eyes and join in. Lent is about renewing our 
Christian perspective and walking in new and fresh ways.  
During the Sundays and Wednesdays of Lent,  worship will 
take its cue from a series of video parables that touch on 
spiritual and life issues that are real and relevant. These video 
parables are part of the NOOMA series. NOOMA is the 
English phonetic spelling of the Greek word pneuma, which is 
commonly translated to “spirit” or “breath.”  Pneumatology 
refers to the study of spiritual beings, particularly the 
interactions between humans and God.  These NOOMA video 
parables invite us to see Jesus’ basic teachings with new 
insight and clarity.  Each service will feature a video parable 
coupled with an inspiring message.

To Mission Congregation 
Did you know that New Song supports the development of a 
new congregation?  For the past few years, we’ve provided 
prayer and financial support to an ELCA congregation even 
younger than us! Living Springs Lutheran Church is under 
development in the northwest corridor of Las Vegas. This 
congregation currently meets at Cadwallader Middle School 
and is in conversation with an organization, called Ecumen, 
about building a combined senior housing facility and worship 
center. In our 2009 mission plan, we’ll be providing $18,000 
of designated giving through the ELCA Grand Canyon Synod 
to aid Living Springs in its development. On March 1st, Living 
Springs will be celebrating its fifth anniversary as a 
worshiping community. We are planning to send a New Song 
delegation to help this young congregation celebrate this 
important event!
